The homework is set on an Individual
needs basis involving various aspects of
the curriculum.

children are following. This will help you
to talk to your child the about topics they
are covering in school and reinforce their
learning. As children move on to reading
and writing Braille or Print will be sent
home for your child.

During Key Stage 2
Children are expected to do homework for,

on average, half an hour per night.

Not all homework is written work. Children
may be given reading, words, spellings, or
tables to learn or information to research.

You can support your child in their
homework by;

* Getting them to take responsibility for their
homework by asking them to show you what
they need to do.

* Try to set aside a reqular time slot so that
homework time fits in to their reqular evening
routine.

* If the homework is to learn spellings or times
tables, try to make opportunities for additional
short time slots when you can encourage your
child to show you what they know. For example,
they may be able to recite the times table they
have learned as they are taking a bath. This
helps your child to reinforce their learning,
receive praise and encouragement from you
and they will have done “extra homework"
without added tensions.

* Try not to do your child's homework for them.
If they are having difficulties completing work
and you feel they have spent enough time on
a written piece, please indicate the time spent
and sign your initials at the end of your child's
work.
