Dear Parents & Carers,

Thursday 5th March 2026 marks World Book Day. We are championing the importance of
sharing stories with others and will be holding activities in school throughout the day to
celebrate reading and literacy.

According to the National Literacy Trust:
e Sadly, reading for pleasure is in decline: only 29% of 0-13s read for pleasure daily
(down from 30% in 2017). Children's Reading for Pleasure: Trends and
Challenges, Egmont, 2019
e The number of parents sharing stories with their children is also in steep decline:
only 56% of 3-4-year-olds are read to daily or nearly every day (v. 69% in 2013).
e Fewerthan 19% of 8-10-year-olds are read to daily or nearly every day (down from

25%). Understanding the Children's Book Consumer Nielsen, 2018

So, let's boost reading for pleasure back up! There are so many benefits to sharing stories
together:

e |t builds empathy and closeness
